4c. SEDIMENT PONDS:

Sediment pond inspections are current through June 24, 1987. Inspections
on five ponds are performed quarterly.

Improvements on pond number four at 6elina were performed last month by
the operator. The lower end of the spillway diversion was eroding. The
operator has installed a new section of half-round culvert at the lower
end of the ditch.

4e. SURFP.CE AND GROUNDWATER MONITORING:

Surface and groundwater monitoring is complete through July 1, 1987. The
operator indicates that sites during May, 1987, were inaccessible, so no
results will be available for that period of time.

M. EFFLUENT LIMITATIONS:

NPDES Discharge Monitoring Reports are current through May, 1987. No
effluent limitations have been exceeded during the last three months.
Pond number five at Belina has been the only pond to discharge yet this
year.

14. SUBSIDENCE CONTROL:
