The present Valley Camp MRP does not give White Oak
authorization to conduct ining activities as operator.
Therefore, NOV 93-39-7-1 was issued to Valley Camp of Utah, Inc.

2. Signs and Markers -
The identification signs of Valley Camp of Utah, Inc. were
removed from the public road access to the Valley camp road
access. New signs were installed with White 0ak having the
ACT/007/001 number on them. The Division at this time has not
granted White Oak with identification number ACT/007/001.
