General description of work performed, equipment/material deliveries, etc: 
 
Ledcor – The D10 dozer pushed material into pit B from above near the topsoil windrow, and downward.  
The topsoil was most likely not affected, but it needs to be marked for clarity.     
 
The 345B excavator and two trucks moved spoil from the large spoil pile to pit D.  Pit D is getting close to 
completion, however there is a difference of opinion as to what is complete.  Mr. Helsel insists that what 
he is working from are the maps the Division received on August 22 (3D).  They show a highwall being 
left in pit D.  However, the contract says that pit D will be completely filled.  This needs to be resolved as 
soon as possible.          
 
The D9 cat contoured the material the trucks were hauling, pushed dirt from the spoil pile to the 
excavator, and moved the coal material in pit E onto the slope where it can be buried under spoil.   
 
I gave Mr. Helsel the Final contract documents that Sheila prepared and laminated.    
 
Wayment – They did not show up and were not working at the loadout either.
