Dear Mr. Wiley:

The Division's technical staff has reviewed the plans for a
minor revision to sediment pond 014 in Crandall Canyon submitted
March 20, 1984 to Mr, James Smith of the Division. The request
indicates that pond 014 will accommodate surface runoff from a
drainage area of 14 acres, which appears to include the entire
Crandall Canyon facility. This drainage area is different than the
two previous pond designs (original pond designs submitted February
17, 1981-~7.4 acres; redesigned pond submitted April 28, 1982--6.8
acres, plus ground water from shaft constructiong. As this
modification entails enlarging the drainage area and modifying the
drainage control structures, the Division requests that Price River
Coal Company submit design calculations for the sizing of pond 014,

These design calculations shall include:

1. Determination of time of concentration; runoff coefficient;
peak discharge for the 25-year, 24-hour storm event; runoff
storage volume from the 1l0-year, 24~hour storm event;
sediment storage volume for the area draining into the
sediment pond; and, undisturbed area diversion ditch sizing
calculations.

2. A map depicting the drainage area to the pond and the

drainage area of the undisturbed area diversion ditches
around the disturbed site.
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- These modification plans and calculations (as with all future
modifications) should be integrated into the Mining and Reclamation
Plan (MRP) allowing replacement of the text and figures. By so
doing, Price River Coal Company will aid the Division in maintaining
an up-to-date and complete MRP as well as allowing a more
expeditious review of the material.

As Price River Coal Company is contemplating construction during
the early summer, submission of this information at your earliest
convenience would aid the Division in review and approval allowing
construction as early as possible.

Dear Jim:

Please review and approve plans for the final configuration of
Pond 014. Maps and plans were hand delivered to Wayne Hedburg on
3-14-84. The following information is pertinent to your review.

The final configuration of Pond 014 will accommodate surface
runoff from a drainage area of 14 acres; which includes the entire
Crandall Canyon surface facility. Hydrologic calculations reveal
that a total pond storage capacity of about 60,000 cubic feet will
contain the ten-year, 24-hour precipitation event and provide
adequate sediment storage (see attached pond volume summation
sheet). The designs shown on construction drawings CCE-102 and
CCE~103 will, when implemented, provide a volume of about 60, 343
cubic feet.

The proposed design will result in a less extreme and more
maintainable facility than the existing (and approved) structure.
We would like to begin construction in mid June.
