On August 15, 1991, the Division issued approval for your flume installation
amendment. It appears that we need to clariff what was approved and require you to
make some changes to the amendment. The Forest Service objected to the wording of
the amendment because it infers that mining will take place beneath perennial drainages.
(Refer to the enclosed Forest Service letter addressed to lnwell Braxton which expresses
their concerns.)

Please note that the Division's August 15th approval did not approve mining
beneath perennial drainages. What was approved was the installation of the flumes for
monitoring purposes only.

At this time you are required to revise the appropriate pages of this amendment
to more accurately depict the flume installation and its purpose. All of the Forest
Service's concerns (which includes a plan for studyrng the flow of Burnout Creek) must
be addressed before this amendment can be considered complete. Please provide L2
copies of the revised pages by November 29, L997 for distribution to other agencies.
