-3 ,  f t loadout Faci l i t ies,
Drainage and Permit Boundary Map.tt In order to better facil i tate
our surface open coal- storage at the railroad loadout area, we have
changed our drainage pattern as follows:

(1) 24tt CMD CD-6 has been extended to connect with CD-7 |
CD-8 and 50 feet beyond CD-8. This extension el iminates
CD-7 and CD-8. Pages 4-24 and 5-24 of Sect ion L2 of
Volume 5 have been changred to ref lect this. Fourteen
copies of these pages are attached. This extension of
CD-6 also eliminates disturbed drainage ditch DD-8.
Pages 2-4 and 4-4 of Section 1-o of Volume have been
changed to ref lect  th is.  Fourteen (14) copies of  these
pages are attached.

(2') The location of the lower end of DD-9 has been
changed  and  i s  shown  on  Map  3 .2 .1 -3 .

The extension of  CD-6 involves an addit ional-  600 feet of  24
inch CMP. Additional bonding costs f or rernoval of this CMP is
$3900. We have included in our bond an addit ional  9225,836
contingency to cover additional bonding costs. With the addition
of  th is  p ipe,  we s t i l l  have $22L,936 cont ingency ava i lab le .
