In the hearings for the Coal Hollow Mine in Kane County, questions have come up regarding effluent
limitations. l'm looking at the UPDES permits fior other mines to put things in perspective. I have a
couple of questions regarding the Skyline Mine UPDES permit.

The Skyline UPDES permit (UT0023540; effec.tive Dec 1, 2009) states that 1,200 mg/L is the limit on
TDS. \Men I took over doing the Quarterly Reports, the previous reports cited the value 1 ,310 mg/L as
the limit, which I continued to use without checking the permit (until today). ls there another document
(the previous permit?) that gives 1,310 mg/L as the limit, or is this just an error that has become ingrained
in the Division's orocess?

Also, the permit allows MDL of 7.1 tonJday; by my calculations the mine exceeds that limit and should be
participating in a salinity offset project. ls that correct, and if so, what is the salinity ofiset project Skyline
participates in?
