Dear Mr. Grimes:

Tne Division has received your latest letter concerning the embankment
reconstruction of sedimentation pond Noc. 5. We have also received comments
from OSM concernlng Plateau's recent pond modification. To ensure that the
proper engineering design technigques have been utilized, the following
information is reguested by the Division and CSM addressing the as-built
characteristics of the pond reconstruction:

1. Typical gradation curves for the clay core material and native
material, along with Unified Soil Classification rating for these
materials.

2. The 1ift thicknesses as placed.
3. The method of compaction utilized.

4.  Specifications for acceptable compacted densities and the results of
any density testing performed on the compacted fill.

5. As-built drawings of the embankment, including appropriate cross
sections and construction details pursuant to UMC 817.45.

6. A drologic and hydraulic calculations and variables utilized in

1 hydrol
1zing the pond, and the capacity of the pond as reconstructed.
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Although the Division supports the procedures undertaken by Plateau Mining
to correct the deficiency noted in the pond embankment, the company is
referred to UMC 817.49(h)(s)(i).

This regulation requires that prior to any dam or impoundment
modification, the Division shall receive and approve plans for said
modification, unless the modification constitutes an emergency situation. As
such, the Division must be notified of the circumstances defining the

emergency by letter or phone, so that approval can be granted, thus avoiding
the issuance of a possible NOV.

The Division requests that in the future, Plateau Mining immediately
notify the regulatory agency when an emergency situation arises and what
mitigative plans will be implemented to remedy the problem.
