On January 26, 1983, Rick Summers, Lynn Kunzler and Barton Kale of
the Division met with Walt Novak and Brent Barney of the Forest Service
and Tim Abing of Mineral Management Survey to tour the Corner Canyon
breakout area. They were accompanied by Randy Peterson and Ben Grimes
of Plateau Mining Company.

The area was deemed safe, with all supports in place although the
breakout had occurred only a few days before. The actual breakout con-
sisted of an almost vertical shaft to the natural slope which was at
about a 45° angle to the drainage. Most of the material excavated was
removed through the mine and very Tittle material was observed outside
the boundaries of the disturbance, although fairly deep snow covered
the entire area,

The shaft will eventually be cut horizontally with all excavated
material being removed through the mine. The area will then be stabil-
ized and erosion controls implemented. A second breakout is pending to
be followed by a third when the appropriate agencies permit.

Mud Water Canyon breakouts were toured to give the inspectors an idea
of the finished design layout of a steep canyon breakout. The new break-
outs will be inspected continously until they are stabilized.
