Enclosed is a revised area map made from USGS 7.5 minute series
maps of the Sunnyside area showing modifications and adjustments
in location for our 004 discharge point. The modification is an
attempt to stop the percolation of water from the slurry impound-
ment pond through the coarse refuse dump.

Water from 004 will be routed from the preparation plant area in
an open ditch to a series of settling ponds. Water from the
settling ponds will be used for irrigation in the summer or dis-
charged into the Icelander drainage when not used. Icelander is
a tributary of Grassy Trail Creek and the Price River. Discharge
at the new location will start upon your review and approval.
