GENERAL EXPIORATION PLAN

Road Preparation

General : Roads will be kept, when possible, in areas of least impact,
i.e., ridge tops etc., and only be constructed as wide as
necessary to access locations with necessary equipment. Water bars

Site Specific: will be installed as necessary.

Drill Site Preparation

: Where possible, all topsoil will be removed beyond the depth of major root
growth and piled in a place where erosion is least likely to disturb it.

The drill site will then be leveled and prepared for drill rig and related
equipment. Only enough area to accommodate needed equipment will be leveled,
(usually max length of 100 feet by 15 foot width). Every attempt will be made
to locate drill sites next to existing roads.

Drainage/Mud pits will be dug lower than the drill site elevation (equip-
ment pad). Berms and/or small ditches will be contructed around the location
to divert drainage aroung the disturbed area. The same type of control measures
will be instituted on the disturbed area to direct surface drainage into the pits.
(see attached general site plan). The average overall size of a drillsite will
probably be about ¥ x 100" or .3, ocre.

Drilling Operations

During drilling operations no waters which run through or are produced on
the site shall be allowed into natural drainages etc. without first being retained
in the pits long enough to settle out drill cuttings or carried silts. Biode-
gradable drilling additives will be used whenever possible. No drilling fluids
(chemicals) will be allowed to flow over undisturbed land surface during operations.,
When pits become full fluids will be pumped into water trucks and sprinkled on. dirt ¢
roads > to_help abate dust which may develop due travel to and from the site.

No trach or debris will be allowed to accumulate at the drillsite and none will
be left upon abandonment. Fuel, Oil and Grease will be contained by all possible
means and in no case will be allowed to appreciably pollute the natural environment
at the site.

No fishery will be disturbed unless specifically permitted by drilling
"operations. If access is required accross a perennial stream it will be spelled
out and approved.

Areas of recognized danger to livestock and/or wildlife will be fenced during
operations as needed. Personnel will be instructed not disturb nesting bl]’.‘dS and
other wildlife near the site.




Abandonment

At the campletion of drilling operations and cementing of the hole (Rocky
Mountain Well Abandonment Requirements) all eduipment will be removed and any
overlooked trash or debris will be hauled away. If pits contain fluids they
will be removed as previously outlined. The pits will then be filled and the
site regraded to as near a natural contour as possible. The topsoil will then be
replaced and prepaired (raked) for reseeding.

Reseeding will then be done by hand at the rates in table 1. It should be
noted that reseeding may be postponed if climatic conditions dictate until a
more favorable time, i.e. fall or spring. Revegetation results will be assessed
by the operator and surface land owner.

A1l constructed roads and sited wigd be reclaimed unless requested other-

"wise by the surface land owner on the division or other government body with
authority to make such requests.
