On March 27, 1980, Mary Ann Wright of the Division, Bob Eccli of
U.S. Fuel Company, Clark Johnson of the U.S. Wildlife Service and Larry
Dalton of the Utah Division of Wildlife Resouces visited this site for
the purpose of a wildlife consultation. Mr. Eccli first outlined to the
group several areas of proposed expansion at this site. He explained
that the King 1, 2 & 3 Mines are presently abandoned and that the King
4 § 5 Mines are the existing working mines at this site. Two proposed
portals at this site would be the King 6 § 7. The King 6 Mine will be
developed in the Left Fork of Miller Creek and will be the re-opening of
an old mine. A 2,000 foot conveyor is proposed for this canyon to come
down the steep slope from the protal and meet with the conveyor belt
which is proposed for Middle fFork. The conveyor belt out of Middle Fork
is proposed to be approximately three miles long. Development of the
King # 7 Mine would be in Mohrland Canyon, approximately 1 mile of
conveyor belt would be needed in this canyon.

In reference to the conveyor belts, Mr. Dalton felt that there may
be a need for studies of deer migration at these three proposed sites.
Prior to finalizing his answer on this point, Mr. Dalton would like to
walk the length of the proposed conveyor belt route in order to determine
if in fact a problem would exist for big game migration. Mr. Johnson
and Mr. Dalton both felt that based on the proposed new disturbance in
Mohrland and Left Fork Canyon_s, that raptor surveys would have to be
done at these sites. 4

Two maps of this mine site were delivered to Mr. Dalton.
