4.d. Other Sediment Controls:

1. During the course of this inspection the area concerned with N87-9-2-1 was
inspected in regard to the abatement requirements specified in the NOV. In my
evaluation the operator has done a more than adequate job in abating the

situation. An 18 inch cross-culvert was installed as part of the abatement

procedure. The installation of the culvert was done on the operator's own

initiative.

I have asked the operator to submit an as-built plan regarding the new i} )
drainage configuration and cross-culvert, to the Division for approval. The a
culvert was installed at the top of the South Fork haul road just below the

belt line transfer facility, TP1.

Drainage from the north end of the upper South Fork facilities pad now flows
under the road and into the ditch on the south side of the haul road instead
of flowing into the ditch which follows the north side of the belt line. This
will facilitate maintaining the ditch because the ditch's previous location
made it almost inaccessible for proper maintenance.

2. This inspection report includes my visit to the site on two separate
occasions, as the NOV called for two separate abatement dates, one on the lé6th
of March and the other on the 31st of March. I was on site the 20th of March
and the 2nd of April 1987. For both abatement deadlines the operator met the
specifications as required in the NOV.
