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Synopsis

U.S. Fuels Company submitted a revised subsidence monitoring plan on
November 16, 1988 (Received Nov. 21, 1988).. Their previous subsidence
monitoring was conducted through the U.S. Forest Service (See Memo dated
July 1, 1988). The maps submitted in their proposal indicate monument
locations, the mine workings and the vertical data collection intervals over
mine panels.

| discussed this submittal with Bob Eccli on November 23, 1988. He
stated that the monuments have already been constructed, surveyed and
flown for their first measurement.

We concluded that the monitoring locations are as close to the mine
panels as the terrain would allow and that vertical measurements along the
panels could be taken at 400 foot intervals.

U.S. Fuel has committed to resurvey the ground control monuments
annually to check their integrity.

Conclusion and Recommendation

U.S. Fuel Company’s proposed monitoring methods are acceptable and
are recommended for approval.
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
