Section 112.400 oftheMRPandTable l-l andFigrre l-1 (A-D)ofGeneralChapter I
provide a listing of affiliated coal -inittg operations under the control of Canyon Fuel Co.l LLC.
The listing includes the affiliated Utah mines itemized in Sec 1l I and the successfully reclaimed
bond release sites: Gordon Creek No. 2, 7, and 8, Gordon Creek No. 3 and 6, and Huntington
Canyon No. 4 mine.

Figure l-1 (A-D) also provides an organizationalchart showing corporate ownership and
control of Canyon Fuel Co., LLC by Arch Coal, lnc . The list of oflicers and directors for
Canyon Fuel Co., LLC and its four corporate owners Arch Western Bituminous Group ,LLC;
Arch Western Resources, LLC; Arch Westem Acquisitions Corp; and Arch Coal, Inc) is found
inAppendix I-1. App. l-1 waslastupdatedinFebruary 2007. Changesinofficersareclearly
noted with beginning and ending dates and are affested to by notarized statements from each
corporate entity.
