The Permittee notified the Division on December 27, 2007 that it was the Companys intent to initiate vegetation
remoral from a portion of the area to be disturbed to construct the Lila Canlon Mine surface facilities. T-he Board of
Oil, Gas and Mining approved a Stipulation to Dismiss a R€quest for Ageniy Action and a Joint Motion to Approve the
Stipulation and Dismissal of the Request for Agency Action on December 2i, 2002.
Access to the proposed Mine facilities area (permit area 'B') was possible this day, with only two wheel drive activated.
Snow is forecast for this area of the Bookcliffs.
The Division requested a meeting with Mr. Jay Marshall this day to discuss nineteen of the twenty-three permit
commitments established by the Division's Mastor Technical Anal)6is dated April 27,2OO7, as wi:ll as thb five additional
permit conditions established in Exhibit "A'to the Stipulation for Dismissal agreed to by the attorneys representing the
Utah Attomey Generals Office, the Southem Utah Wilderness Alliance and Otah American Energybn O-ecemUeriO.
The five new conditions are in addition to the three Special Conditions included as Attachment "A; of the DOGM permit
issued for the Lila Canyon Extension of the Horse Canyon Mine dated May 18,2007. The Permittee provided a letter
from the Division this day indicating that the following permit conditions r,vfiich had been previosly ideritified had been
met, as of Oclobet 15,20O7i#2,3a, 3c, 3e, 31 39, and 4.

3. Topsoil

The Permittee only intends to remove vegetation at this time; topsoil will not be
recovered.

4.d Hvdroloqic Bafance: Water Monitorinq

There was no flow observed this day. Some melting is occurring, but it is slow and is
soaking into the ground.

9. Protection of Fish. Wildlife and Related Environmental lssues

Hoof prints and fresh fecal material from cattle were observed inside the proposed
Mine facilities disturbed area. An area which has been identified as possibly having
cultural resource potential was observed this day. Small amounts of char have been
identified in the excavated material. The Permittee will avoid this site during all
activities, until it can be evaluated by a qualified archeologist.

16.a Roads: Gonstruction. Maintenance. Surfacinq

Access to the site was possible on the newly graded County road (EC 126) this day.
Some frozen snow remained on the road.

18. Support Facilities. Utilitv Installations

The construction schedule forecast which has been requested by the Division is very
difficult if not impossible to predict at this time. The Permittee only has authorization
to proceed with grubbing activities; further activites will only be approved from the UEI
senior management as cash flow considerations warrant. The Permittee has
developed a construction sequence, which allows for a significant amount of
variability. A bid package for earthwork construction is approximately one month
from being let for consideration.
