The Reclamation Plan for the Sweet's Canyon water system will
follow one of two scenarios: (1) complete removal of installed
surface structures and restoration of the area to approximate
original contour; or, (2) transfer of ownership (and obligation)
of the installed structures to the surface land owner for his
private use.

Under scenario (1), Complete Reclamation, the surface structures
will be removed as shown on the attached map. The area will be
regraded to approximate original contour and topsoil (stockpiled
on site) will be respread to a depth of 6" on the disturbed land.
The area will then be reseeded with the approved seed-mix for
the Gordon Creek No. 2 Mine. This activity will take place after
the mine yard reclamation, to ensure a water supply for other
reclamation activities.

Under scenario (2), Transfer of Ownership, Beaver Creek Coal
Company would transfer the existing system to the land owner

for his private use. Mr. Pierce has expressed verbal interest

in obtaining the water system after Beaver Creek Coal is finished
mining in the area. If he is still interested at the completion
of mining, a formal, written request will be submitted for your

The Divisidn has reviewed Beaver Creek Coal Caempany's propqgsal for a water
system maodification at the Gordan Creek #2 Mine. Appraval far this
medification is granted with the following stipulations: A variance to UMC
817.57 cencerning stream buffer zones will be allawed as ldng as:

1a. The griginal stream channel will ndt be disturbed.

b. During and after constructian activities, the water quantity and
quality of the stream section where activities are within 100 feet of the
stream shall ndt be adversely affected. Temporary monitdring pdints will be
established on the stream immediately abave and below this secticn.

. 2. The applicant must implement -sediment and drainage cdnstral methods
during construction in accordance with UMC 817.45 ta minimize erosian and
prevent te the extent possible, additignal sediment contributidns to the
stream. This should include berming the recad and punp area and seeding the
pump area after canstruction,

3. The applicant must supply te the Division proef that the "right-of-
entry", requirements for landowners (UMC 782.15) have been met.

4, The applicant must pravide plans for reclamation of this madification
.in accordance with UMC 784.13, .14 and .15.
