A partial inspection was conducted at the above mentioned mine site on
October 20, 1983 by Barton Kale of the Division. The inspector was
accompanied by Dan Guy of Beaver Creek Coal Company (BCCC).

The No. 7 exploration road was progressing quickly. At this time the
topsoil has been stripped and stockpiled, surrounded by a berm. The stock
pond used as catch basin will be cleaned out, according to BCCC personnel, to
act as sediment control during construction. Besides cleaning, possible
repairing of the outlet was discussed.

The hydro-mulching to be done this fall is scheduled for next week. The
sediment pond waste area, both sides of the road at the entrance and the
topsoil pile from No. 7 area are scheduled to be seeded.

Plan for expanding the drainfield at the bath house have been approved by
State Health and were immediately submitted to Division for approval.
