GENERAL COMMENT:

Dan Guy (MCC) accompanied the undersigned inspector during
the record review portion of this complete state inspection
(10/16/91). Because of scheduling difficulties, Mr. Guy was
unable to accompany me during the field inspection (10/17/91). I
later contacted Mr. Guy to discuss observations made during the
field inspection. Weather conditions were unseasonably warm. No
evidence of recent precipitation existed.

1. PERMITS

The bond rider and certificate was amended and dated on
September 5, 1991. The following amendments were made: 1)
Principal's name changed from Beaver Creek Coal Company to
Mountain Coal Company; and 2) In the event the cooperative
agreement between the DOGM and OSM is terminated, then the
portion of the bonding covering the Federal lands will be payable
to U.S. Department of the Interior/OSM.

The permit transfer (i.e., name change) was approved by
Division Director, Dianne R. Nielson on September 19, ,1991.

The following records were reviewed and found in good order:
Proof of Insurance; 2nd Quarter Water Monitoring Reports: 2nd
Quarter NPDES Reports; 2nd Quarter Pond Inspections.

4b. HYDROLOGIC BALANCE: - DIVERSIONS

The flexible culvert on the outslope of the #8 mine pad was
missing. Mr. Guy informed me, by phone, that it would be
replaced or drainage from the pad would be redirected down the
haul road to the #7 mine yard.

The culvert, which discharges into the #2 sediment pond,
whose inlet is adjacent to the old bath house foundation must be
cleared of sediments.

44. HYDROLOGIC BALANCE: - OTHER SEDIMENT CONTROL MEASURES

The straw bales below the #7 yard topsoil and subsoil
stockpiles must be repaired or replaced.

The majority of the straw bales along the haul road below
the #2 yard area, must be cleaned of sediments and repaired or
replaced.
