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4.b Hvdroloqic Balance: Sediment Ponds and lmpoundments

The first sediment pond contained some water and the other two were dry as usual.
Dan stated that he could only remember one time when the other ponds held water.
There was no water in Jacobs pond which is fed by the spring at 2-10-W. The spring
area was wet, but there was no flowing water.

4.c Hvdroloqic Balance: Other Sediment Gontrol Measures

There is some sediment in the riprap stream channel that joins the main stream from
the north just downstream of 2-9-W. The sediment is the result of a logging
company's road grading outside of the permit area completed two years ago that
caused sediment to wash into the permit area. The road has been repaired and the
riprap channel appears stable with no new/additional sediment.

4.d Hvdroloqic Balance: Water Monitorinq

My main goal of the hydro/inspector visit was to see the monitoring locations to get a
better understanding of the site when reviewing the water monitoring data. We didn't
hike beyond 2-10-W to the edge of the permit boundary, so I haven't seen monitoring
station 2-7-W.
