The Permittee identification sign is not located at the intersection of the permit
boundary and the Carbon County road; it appears to have been stolen since the July
21,2010 inspection. Mr. Guy will replace the sign.

4.a Hvdroloqic Balance: Diversions

Undisturbed runoff from the County road located north of the disturbed area (at the
ridge line) is reporting onto the mine site through the first reclamation diversion. Most
of the sediment reporting onto the mine site was stopped by the last stand of quaking
aspen at the east disturbed perimeter. The flow cut the upper layer of sediment,
which lies on channel riprap. The riprap was not eroded through. Mr. Guy indicated
that several layers of riprap actually exist in the channel. The County road located
atop the east ridge has had its berm breeched in two locations. The Permittee will
have the berm repaired by either the County Road Department or some other means.

4.b Hvdroloqic Balance: Sediment Ponds and lmpoundments

The reclaimed sediment pond area is flourishing with vegetation. The water level in
Jacob's Pond is about 1.5 feet below the discharge elevation of the open channel
spillway. The contained water is very turbid.

4.c Hvdroloqic Balance: Other Sediment Gontrol Measures

The sites upper reclamation channels show indication that flow has reported through
them to the main channel. Much of the vegetation within the channels is laid over.

4.d Hvdroloqic Balance: Water Monitorinq

There was no flow observed in Bryner Creek this day. Mr. Guy estimated that
Jacob's Pond contains 18 to 24 inches of water.

9. Protection of Fish. Wildlife and Related Environmental lssues

An elk carcass was seen inside the mine site reclamation area. This was reported to
Mr. Bill Bates at the Price DWR.

12. Backfillinq And Gradinq

All backfilled areas at the site remain stable.

13. Reveqetation

The County has received several events over the summer; vegetation at the site
appears to be doing very well.
