4.a Hvdrologic Balance: Diversions

All of the reclamation channels were observed as being stable. Only the two upper
forks of Bryner Creek were flowing inside the disturbed area. The Bryner Creek flow
volume was the highest ever observed by this individual at this site.

4.b Hvdrologic Balance: Sediment Ponds and lmpoundments

Jacob's Pond was discharging through the open channel spillay; no compliance
issues were identified. The left fork was flowing into this impoundment.

4.d Hvdrologic Balance: Water Monitorins

High flow conditions exist in Bryner Creek. Ms. Vicky Miller was notified of this.

9. Protection of Fish. Wildlife and Related Environmental lssues

Numerous ground squirrels were seen running about the site, and an adult rock
chuck was seen adjacent to the second lateral diversion. No other wildlife was
observed.

The stability of the site remains unchanged.

All backfilled portal areas
appear stable.
