1. PERMITS:

Soldier Creek Coal Company is in the process of adding state lease
ML-44365 to their permit area. In order to allow SCCC to proceed with
work on the lease, 10 acres of the lease was added to their permit area
through an Incidental Boundary Change (IBC) which vas approved on May 19,
1989,

During the past year an exploration project has been proceeding on the
east side of Soldier Creek and on May 22, 1989 the operator submitted a
proposal to expand the surface facilities. Portals will be excavated and
a culvert will be installed in the stream to provide additional space.
This submittal is still being reviewed by the Division for approval.

SCCC has been working on the issues brought up during the Mid-Term
reviev. On June 23, 1989 a response was submitted and issues are in the
process of being resolved.

2. SIGNS AND MARKERS:

Signs and markers throughout the mine appear to be up and in good
condition.

4b. DIVERSIONS:

Berms, ditches, and culverts all appeared to be functional. Debris had
accumulated on the trash rack of the culvert just below the mine belt
line, however, the culvert is still functional and the operator vill see
that it is cleaned.

4c. SEDIMENT PONDS AND IMPOUNDMENTS:

The mine sediment pond has a small amount of water in it and appears to
have plenty of storage capacity left. In March, the sediment level was
measured and found to be 2.7 feet below the clean out level.

Pond inspections for both the mine sediment pond and the mine sewage
lagoons were done on June 28, 1989.

4e., SURFACE AND GROUND WATER MONITORING:

Monitoring records for 2nd quarter of 1989 were checked and found to be in
order. Copies of the reports vere submitted to the Division on July 27,
1989. Two of the underground monitoring sites are no longer accessable as
they are in retreated areas. These sites should probably be dropped from
the plan and other sites added as mining progresses.

EFFLUENT LIMITATIONS:

NPDES records were checked for 1st and 2nd quarter of 1989. There has
been no discharge from points 001 or ©©2. Discharge from point 003 has
consistently met effluent limitations with the exception of tons per day
of total dissolved solids. Due to the volume of water being discharged
from the mine, TDS has exceeded the 1 ton/day limitation. Letters of
notification were sent informing EPA, State Health, and DOGM of the
exceedence. This situation is expected to continue and the operator has
requested an increase in tons/day of TDS.

DISPOSAL OF DEVELOPMENT WASTE:

Some earth material is still stockpiled around the exploration project
east of the mine. This material will probably be used as fill pending
approval of the suface facilities expansion project. Straw bales encircle
the stockpile to control any runoff.

NONCOAL WASTE:

The wind had blown a fiberglass fan nose cone into the undisturbed
drainage above the upper mine fan. The operator had it removed during the
ingpection and will see that it is tied down.

CONTEMPORAREOUS RECLAMATION:

An exploration project vas conducted last summer (1988) vwhich consisted of
blading a pre-existing road and drilling some test holes along it in
various locations. The holes were subsequently plugged and the road has
nov been backfilled and regraded. Rock and earth material have been
placed in the road cut to restore the natural aspect of the hillside. The
vork appears to be done very well. Seeding is planned for later this fall.

An additional drill hole (DH-29) was drilled just recently at the site of
the present exploration excavation. This hole has been plugged with
cement as required.

Subsidence monitoring is completed by mine personnel using the traverse
method of surveying. Monitoring for 1989 has not been done as yet.
