Soldier Creek Coal Company is conducting an exploration drill ing project.
This report details an inepection of this project conducted on Sept. 25,
1989 from 9:OO a. m. to L2IOO noon.

The undersigned inspector met the company representative, Tom Paluso, at
the mine office and then proceeded to drill site *32-3-89 vhere the drill
rig is presently located. The road to this site rae primarily
pre-existing. Approximately the laEt 1@O yards ras dozed into the drill
s i te.

The Eite itself ie relatively small vith room for a truck mounted drill
rig, a couple of eupport truckE and a couple of mud pite. Disturbance is
Iimited to excavation for the pits and leveling a pad for the equipnent.

At the tine of the inepection, the drill ras etuck in the hole. The
driller had mudded up vith bentonite in an attempt to free the drill
etring. If the attempts to free the string are uneuccerrfull, another
hole may be drilled in the aame area.

t{e next drove to the site of drill hole 4-4-89. ThiE hole has been
completed. The hole reE plugged sith cement and an identification post
cemented in place.

This hole ras drilled just off a pre-exieting road and little disturbance
is aseociated rith the drill ing. Three circulation pits rere dug and the
area leveled vith a dozer. The operation ril l reclain the Eite vhen the
vater evaporates from the pits. The pits ril l then be fil led in, the site
regraded to original contour, and then seed broadcaEt over the entire
dieturbed area.
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From this hole, ve drove to the si te of dr i l l  hole 9-2-89. This hole ie
yet to be drilled. The initial disturbance asEociated rith thie site
involveE approxinately 3OO yarde of bladed road and the pad area rhich has
been leveled for the drill rig. The road raE nade by juet blading off the
sage brush and vegetation to alloy acceaa to the eite. Very little, if
aDI, regrading ril l be required to reclaim the road.

AE r i th the other tro holeE, this si te vi l l  be reclaimed by f i l l ing in the
pits, regrading the pad and reseeding the areaa of dieturbance.

l{e did not visit the site of drill hole 6-l-89, rhich iE located across
the canyon. ThiE hole has not been drilled yet, but is planned for this
year. The only dieturbance associated rith it iE the pad area and a short
roadvay. Reclamation of this area sill be as rlth the other drill holee.

It appeare the operator iE exercising care in disturbing as little area a6
poseible. The drill holeE are being plugged sith cement upon conpletion
and the area of diEturbance is to be reclairned thie year.
