1. PERMITS, CHANGE, TRANSFER, RENEWAL, SALE
The operator submitted a revised Chapter 1 to the Division on November 12, 1993. Deficiencies were
identified in a December 10, 1993 memo.

4. HYDROLOGIC BALANCE:

a. - DIVERSIONS
Weeds, previously identified as a potential problem at the topsoil pile culvert, were removed. The culvert
was clear at the time of this inspection.

b. SEDIMENT PONDS AND IMPOUNDMENTS

In my last inspection report I stated that the Operator would have an adequate amount of time to remove
the pond waste by December 18, 1993. On December 8, the operator provided a proposal for the pond
clean out. That proposal was approved in a memo from Daron Haddock on December 9, 1993. However,
the proposal did not include the information in a format which may be directly inserted into the plan. The
approval letter requests the operator to provide the pond clean out procedure for insertion into the plan by
January 10, 1994. The operator also requested the pond clean out be extended for completion by
December 31, 1993 in that submittal.

During this inspection the operator was cleaning out the pond. The material was being trucked to the
Banning Load Out and, will be blended with the coal there, at a later date. The trucks were spilling some
materials during hauling: they did have two major truck spills prior to my arrival. Minor spills were
visible. However, the operator was using steps to prevent spillage including; lining the truck with plastic;
shoveling off the trucks prior to leaving the site and; using a clean up crew to follow the trucks and remove
materials spilled from the trucks.

d. WATER MONITORING.
Water samples were obtained for Waste Rock Site wells on November 24, and November 30, 1993.

e. EFFLUENT LIMITATIONS

Prior to decanting, the operator obtained a sample for water quality analysis. The field results show a pH,
of 8.42 and specific conductivity of 3720 mho/cm. In general, discharges from the mine are around 900
mho/cm. The operator did not obtain the water quality results prior to discharge. The operator was
informed that enforcement action will be taken if, the results received show the operator to be in violation
of the applicable UPDES and State Water Quality standards. The operator is requested to inform the
Division when the results are received . The operator estimated approximately 6,700 gallons were
discharged from the decant.

9. PROTECTION OF FISH, WILDLIFE
AND RELATED ENVIRONMENTAL VALUES .
The operator provided a cement plug over the drain in the oil storage shed. The operator provided a SPCC
form for recording inspection of storage areas. It is retained in the back of the SPCC plan in the office.

16. ROADS
a. CONSTRUCTION/MAINTENANCE/SURFACING

The abatement for NOV 93-38-1-3 #1 was extended to December 22, 1993. The operators December 10,
1993 submittal was determined in adequate to abate the violation. The operator was FAXed a memo
identifying deficiencies of the submittal on December 17, 1993.
