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The Division issued the Soldier Canyon Mine a permit on February 3, 2002.  It is valid 
until February 3, 2007.  The Permittee had all other required permits on-site for 
inspection.  They are all current and valid.

The Division spot-checked the permit boundary markers and found them to be 
properly placed and clearly marked.  The Permittee maintains signs with the proper 
information at each mine entrance.

The diversions were spot-checked and should function as designed.

The Permittee submitted the 4th quarter, 2003 data on March 5, 2004.  The data was 
complete according to the requirements of the MRP.  

Snow-Pack for the Price River and San Rafael River Basins was not greater than 
110% of normal on March 1, therefore the Permittee will not be required to conduct 
additional "wet year" monitoring for the preparation of base-flow hydrographs.

The Permittee had not yet done any first quarter monitoring because most sites have 
been frozen, but will do so before the end of the month.

The Permittee provided hard copies of the DMR's for review during the inspection.  
There was no water discharged from the site during the fourth quarter.

The Soldier Canyon Mine is in temporary cessation.

The Permittee has a Storm Water Pollution Prevention Plan (SWPPP) on-site.  As 
part of their Storm Water Permit, the Permittee was required to conduct quarterly 
storm water inspections in 2003  (2nd yr. of permit) and write-up the results in a storm 
water discharge monitoring report (SWDMR) to be kept on-site.  The Permittee did 
the inspections as required and the SWDMR's are on-site.
