I wasn't sure if you received notification from Karl about this NOV that he issued earlier this month to the
Andalex Centennial Mine. lt has been terminated (see attached email). Karl issued based upon
operator's failure to control non+oal waste (trash) within the disturbed area. He did not feel that there was
an off site impact associated with the violation. Please let us know if OSM concurs this determination.

P.S. - Also we are assuming you are in agreement with our assessment of a "minor offsite impact" for the
surface discharge that resulted from the Willow Creek - Crandall Shaft backfilling activities
(November/06). I know I saw an acknowledgment email that you had received Pete's email(s) regarding
background of the event, our position and DWQ's determination that this qualified as an "upset event" for
the UPDES permit. No formal enforcement action was taken by OGM or DWQ. Please advise if further
discussion is necessary, or if you need any additional info. We have recently participated in a conference
call with the operator, the BLM, and a shaft filling expert from Consol to discuss possible solutions to
permanently close/seal the shaft. The shaft is presently fenced and othenryise secured to prevent
unauthorized entry. Will keep you advised as the closure plans progress.
