1. PERMITS, CHANGE, TRANSFER, RENEWAL, SALE 
 

The permittee has submitted the Legal and Financial information (LF02D) to the Division.  The 
permittee is waiting to update this information because it has been changing on a continual basis.  
The Horizon Mine has been sold through the court system but may not have been finalized at this 
time.

3. TOPSOIL 
 

The topsoil pile was snow covered. 
 
4A. HYDROLOGIC BALANCE:  DIVERSIONS 
 

All diversions were covered with snow but water was moving underneath the snow.  The mine was 
pumping water from the underground workings. 

 
4B. HYDROLOGIC BALANCE:  SEDIMENT PONDS AND IMPOUNDMENTS 
 

The sediment pond did contain water but was not discharging during the inspection.  The permittee 
conducted a fourth quarter sediment pond inspection.  No hazardous conditions were reported.  This 
report was P.E. certified. 

 
4C. HYDROLOGIC BALANCE:  OTHER SEDIMENT CONTROL MEASURES 
 

All alternate sediment control measures were snow covered. 
 
4D. HYDROLOGIC BALANCE:  WATER MONITORING 
 

The permittee has conducted fourth quarter water monitoring.  This information is not completely 
submitted into the Electronic Data System.  This must be completed by the end of the First quarter 
of 2003.

The permittee can mine 1.2 million tons in a rolling 12 
months. 

 
21. BONDING AND INSURANCE 
 

The certificate of insurance was inspected.  The insurance will expire on August 31, 2003.  The 
company affording coverage is Federal Insurance Company.  The cancellation of the policy states 
the insurer affording coverage will endeavor to notify the Certificate Holder (DOGM).  The 
permittee must have the word endeavor removed.  This policy does not meet the requirements of 
R645-301-890.300.  The policy will include a rider requiring that the insurer notify the Division 
whenever substantive changes are made in the policy including any termination or failure to renew.
