They were accompanied on the premises by Joe
Harvey. The reason for the inspection was to introduce Rex Fidler to the
operations and to check on compliance with permanent program regulations
(refer to memo dated July 8, 1981, under Section UMC 817.11, Signs and
Markers). During the inspection, it was noted that buffer zone markers had
been posted along the stream channel to prevent disturbance to the stream from
operations.

There were perimeter markers on the premises. Mr. Harvey stated that he
