Development and Reclamation Program

RE: Interim Versus Permanent Program Reclamation

Regulations, Blazon #1 Mine, ACT/007/021, #2, Carbon
County, Utah

Attached please find Mr. Lynn Kunzler's June 10, 1985
memo requesting resolution of which program standards,
permanent or interim, are to be applied to reclamation of the
above-captioned mine. I understand that Beaver Creek Coal
Company's Gordon Creek #3 and #6, the Geneva operation
(pre-Kaiser), and J. B. King, all follow permanent program
standards vis-a-vis reclamation and presume that these mines
have established this standard as a precedent. With respect to
Blazon, please advise if your present perspective differs.

Secondly, with respect to Mr. Kunzler's memo, should
Mr. Otani as owner decide to make the postmine land-use
"construction shops"? Would Mr. Otani be required to post a
reclamation bond to cover eventual site restoration to premine
conditions? Is there a legal precedent in Utah in this regard?

Finally, Mr. Kunzler's concern that Mr. Otani's past
involvement with Blazon Company (predecessor to Nerth American
Equities, present operator) possibly precluding his ability to
sign postmine land-use change as landowner other than operator
should be addressed (UMC 817.133[c]). My copy of the
regulations lists UMC 817.133(c)(4) as remanded at this time.
Would reinstatement of this regulation in the future pose a
problem to the Division and since Mr. Otani is purchasing the
property, but is not the owner of record at this time, can he
actually propose a postmining land-use? Please advise if
additional information regarding any of the above are required.
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
