PERMITS, CHANGE, TRANSFER, RENEWAL, SALE

The permit was renewed August 7, 1999. The current information on file indicates that the TA and
CHIA were last updated August 7, 1989. The review of amendments # C/007/022-AMO01C and AMO1D,
(Test Plot Removal and Truck Dump Relocation), was completed May 21 and June 19, 2001 with no
deficiencies.

SIGNS AND MARKERS

Permit entry signs were visible at all points of entry to the permit area. As noted in the previous
inspection reports, the MSHA sign for the refuse pile has been replaced with a new number for the pile
#1444-01.

TOPSOIL

The drainage control berms at the base of each topsoil pile were in good repair and functioning as
designed. Since the results of the test plots proved favorable to equal amounts of refuse and soil, we
discussed future options to test the material on the topsoil stockpile. Priscilla Burton, (soils specialist for
the Division), has been requested to evaluate the results of the test plot analysis.

HYDROLOGIC BALANCE: DIVERSIONS

The ditches and diversions in and adjacent to the disturbed area were in good repair and functioning
properly. The additional gabion work in DD-1 had been completed. Three of the gabions received minor
repairs and additional rip-rap and one additional gabion was installed at the lower end of the diversion.
HYDROLOGIC BALANCE: SEDIMENT PONDS AND IMPOUNDMENTS

Fourth quarter pond inspections were conducted on March 22, 2001 for ponds 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, and 6. The
ponds were in good repair and did contain some water at the time of the quarterly inspection.
HYDROLOGIC BALANCE: WATER MONITORING

CV-1W, CV-14W, and CV-16W are monitored biannually typically in June and December. The field
data for these sites was reported as dry for the fourth quarter of 2000. DMR’s for the pond discharge,

(site CV-15W) were reported as no flow for the months of April and May 2001. The June inspection was
scheduled for the week of the 25%.
