The permitee has submitted permit renewal information to the Division. The task
number is 1902. The permittee may submit several amendments to expand the coal
loadout area (these will be within the disturbed area).

2. Signs and Markers

The identification signs are at the entrances to the permit area from the public road.
The information complies with the R645 Coal Rules.

3. Topsoil

The topsoil pile was inspected with little or no vegetation growing on the pile except
for weeds. There were no signs of wind or water erosion.

4.a Hydrologic Balance: Diversions

The diversions were spot-checked and complied with the performance standards in
the R645 Coal Rules.

4.b Hydrologic Balance: Sediment Ponds and Impoundments

The sediment ponds were inspected and no hazardous conditions were noticed

during the inspection. The upper most sediment pond did contain water. The other
two were dry. The permittee conducted second quarter sediment pond inspections
with no hazardous conditions reported. This inspection was done on June 7, 2004.

4.c _Hydrologic Balance: Other Sediment Control Measures

Straw bales are installed at the mine site and would function as designed during a
storm event.

4.d _Hydrologic Balance: Water Monitoring

Water Monitoring was inspected and was found to be complete. The information for
the first quarter has been entered into the database.

6. Disposal of Excess Spoil, Fills, Benches

Excess spoil at the mine site appears to be stable.

8. Noncoal Waste
The site was generally clear of non-coal waste material.

16.b Roads: Drainage Controls

The diversion ditch along the haul road contains rocks. It is functional at this time.
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18. Support Facilities, Utility Installations

No new support facilities have been added since the last inspection. The permittee,
however, plans to submit several amendments in the near future to construct new belt
Cconveyors.

19. AVS Check

During the previous inspection, the Division could not find AVS information. Another
attempt was made this month using the correct entity ID and applicant's name. The
information was copied and compared with the MRP. There are some differences in
names and titles. This information was faxed to the permittee and the changes will be
made to the MRP.
