Identification signs were inspected and comply with the R645 Coal Rules.
3. Topsoil

The topsoil pile was moved and re-seeded last year. No vegetation has been
established. There are no signs of wind or water erosion to the topsoil pile. The
upper topsoil has crusted over protecting the topsoil.

4.a Hydrologic Balance: Diversions
The diversions were functioning as designed. Water was flowing within the diversions.

4.b Hydrologic Balance: Sediment Ponds and Impoundments

The sediment ponds were inspected for the third quarter by the permittee. No
hazardous conditions were reported. | inspected the sediment ponds and found no
hazardous conditions. The sediment ponds did contain some water; since it has been
raining for a few days.

4.d Hydrologic Balance: Water Monitoring

The permittee has submitted the third quarter water information for the second
quarter.

4.e Hydrologic Balance: Effluent Limitations

There was no discharge for June and July.

7. Coal Mine Waste, Refuse Piles, Inpoundments

The refuse pile was inspected for the third quarter. No hazardous conditions were
reported. | inspected the refuse pile and no hazardous conditions were noticed.

The disturbed area was clear of non-coal waste material.

Road drainage control was functioning as designed. Diversions along the roadways
were collecting water and transporting the water into the sediment ponds.
