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The Savage Coal Terminal is an operating coal loadout where coal is crushed, screened,
blended, and then loaded onto rail transport. The operation was restarted in 2006 after several
years of being in cessation.

Monitoring well S-I-GW was dry. The Permittee is required to sample CV-I-W
in the second and fourth quarter of each year. S-l-GW and S-2-GW are
monitored quarterly. Beginning in 2010, they will be monitored during the
second and forth quarter only.

There is one active UPDES outfall at the Savage Coal Terminal, CV-l5-W, or
UTG040005-001. The Permittee is required to monitor this UPDES site monthly under Permit #
UTG040005 that is due to expire on April 13,2013.

The location was monitored monthly during the 3rd quarter. The Permittee recorded no
flow at the UPDES point during the period.

Data from groundwater monitoring well S-2-GW indicate that elevated levels of total
suspended solids (TSS) and total iron were noted in the 3'd quarter 2009 sample at concentrations
of 316 mglL and 6.407 mglL, respectively. Although there are no groundwater standards for TSS
and total iron, as a reference, the UPDES permit daily limitation for TSS is 70 mgll.

In addition, some of the data (shown below in bold/italic) from groundwater sample S-2-GW did
not pass standard water quality reliability checks:
