Slurry cell#1 has been cleaned and the material has been placed on the SE side of
this impoundment to dry. P.E. re-certification of this impoundment is pending.

4.e Hvdroloqic Balance: Effluent Limitations

UPDES outfall 001A (pond 6 open channel spillway) was not flowing this day.

7. Goal Mine Waste. Refuse Piles. lmpoundments

The Permittee continues to ship the material in the coalwaste pile to Sunnyside Co-
generation Associates. Regrading occurs after high banks are achieved from the
loading process in order to provide positive runoff and for reasons of safety. All
drainage controls are in place, and are functioning as designed. There was no water
impounded on the pile. Combustion was not obvious; noncoal waste was not visible.
The MSHA identification sign is in place at the crest of the access road.

8. NoncoalWaste

The Permittee continues work in the equipment storage area adjacent to pond 6. lt is
estimated that in excess of 90% of the material and equipment which was once
stored here is now gone.

9. Protection of Fish. Wildlife and Related Environmental lssues

The Permittee has removed several tamarisk trees from the ponds 1t2t3 area.
Tamarisk is a State wide noxious weed.

18. Support Facilities. Utilitv Installations

The Permittee has initiated the construction of the Office Building Expansion. As
observed this day, the concrete floor has been poured, and the erection of the steel
building frame work was beginning. The interior of the original building is also being
redone, which includes a new floor plan for more offices.

20. Air Qualitv Permit

High velocity winds were affecting the permit area this day. The operational haul
roads had recently been watered.
