The prep plant site was covered with snow - 8 inches fell the previous
night making a total of 12 inches. No serious problems were noted in this
inspection.

As mentiored in previous reports, the Wildcat Prep Plant is not permitted.
Andalex Resources, Inc. submitted paperwork associated with a proposed MRP
and permit on December 31, 1987. These and other documents are currently
being reviewed by DOGM technical staff and management.

Other Records -~ The records were reviewed. The last inspection report in

the file at the prep plant is dated September 17, 1987. The mine company,
by copy of this report, is requested to update the file. If copies of the
reports cannot be found at the mine office, contact the Price DOGM office

and missing copies will be provided.

Some of the required legal documents included in the submission, such as
the liability insurance, carry the name of Tower Resources, Inc. which is
incorrect. This discrepancy will be addressed in conjunction with the
formal review of the aforementioned permit documents.

Signs and markers were observed and are in compliance. The disturbed area
markers have recently been repainted.

DIVERSIONS:
Several culverts and ditches were checked. No runcff was observed.

However, some of the ditches and culverts contained frozen runoff, but met
performance standards.

4c. SEDIMENT PONDS AND IMPOUNDMENTS:

All sediment ponds contained a small amount of frozen water. Since the
last inspection, efforts were made to clean sediment pond E. However,
with the freezing weather, this was not successful because only the top
surface of the pond was frozen and the equipment could not successfully
remove the material without bogging down. Glasson reported that pond E
shall be enlarged this coming spring. This is based on runoff
calculations made and submitted as part of the formal permit application.

léd. ROADS MAINTENANCE:
Snow had been removed from all roads and pads. The company was cautioned

to pile snow only in those areas where the snow runoff would go intc a
sediment pond and/or some other water/sediment control treatment facility.
