2. Signs and Markers -
Signs and markers were located as required in the MRP. The
identification signs vere located at gates where the public has
access to loadout site.

4a. Diversions -
The diversions were inspected and berms were intact. The
diversions appeared to be functioning as designed. There were
no signs of erosion occurring in the ditches.

4b. Sediment Pond and Impoundments -
The sediment pond did contain a small amount of water from the
last inspecition. There were no signs of erosion in the slopes,
inlets or outlets.

4c. Other Sediment Control Measures -
