A citizen complaint was received by phone @ 11:20 am at the Price Field Office. The
citizen gave his name, address, and phone number, but requested to remain
anonymous. The citizen declined an invitation to be present during an inspection.

The complaint cited by the citizen is that dust from the facilities on occasion is blown
from the facility into the city of Sunnyside and subsequently into their home. The
concern raised was that "too much surface area is opened up and that the area of
operations needed to be minimized".

A site investigation was conducted from 1:26 pm until approximately 2:20 pm with
Rusty Netz and Mike Blakey from SCA. The amount of area open for excavation of
refuse material as a fuel source for the power plant is within the approved permit
area. The material was being actively processed with two loaders. The road ways
for material transportation were being watered by a water truck. The approved air
quality permit allows for 20% opacity from the mined areas. The dust from the
roadways and operational area did not appear to exceed that limitation during the
inspection. Rusty Netz (SCA) as a result of the citizen complaint has made
arrangements to increase the frequency for watering the roadways.

I met with the complainant at their residence after the site visit at SCA. The citizen
reaffirmed their concerns. | made an effort to see if there were specific times or days
when the dust problems were worse than others. The citizen indicated that the
problem is usually worse when there are up-canyon winds in the afternoon, but that
the problem can occur anytime that a wind gust comes past the facility and enters the
city. The citizen also indicated that they had contacted The Division of Air Quality
with their complaint.

The citizen requested a copy of the inspection report from the site visit to keep on file
in the event that the problem continues to exist. | encouraged the citizen to make
further contact with the Division of Oil, Gas and Mining as well as the Division of Air
Quality if the measures that are being taken by SCA (increased frequency of watering
the roads) do not rectify the problem. Pictures of the active excavation were taken
during the inspection.
