RE:  Price City Water Line Replacement Project In Willow Creek Mine Permit Area

Dear Ms. Littig,

Price City needs to replace it’s 16 inch culinary water pipeline that traverses through the
Willow Creek Mine site in Price Canyon. This existing pipeline has been in operation for
approximately 40 years, and has deteriorated to a condition that is unacceptable. Hansen, Allen &
Luce, Inc. has been selected as the City’s engineer for this project. This letter is notification to the
Division of Oil, Gas & Mining of the project as requested by Plateau Mining Company.

Price City has long standing easements for the existing pipeline as evidenced by the attached
documents. The easements allow maintenance and replacement of the pipeline at the discretion of
the City.

We realize that the pipeline traverses through the permitted area of the mine site. The new
pipeline will be constructed in the same general location of the existing 16 inch pipeline. The new
pipeline will be contained within the existing Willow Creek Mine runoff control network, and
therefore there will be no disturbances outside of the current sediment controls. The construction
contractor will be required to comply with the Division’s regulations. Sediment control will be a
primary concern in the permit area.

Construction of the pipeline is expected to start in approximately February, 2002. A schedule
of construction in the mine site area is not known at this time. A preliminary task for design of the
pipeline includes geotechnical drilling to obtain soil samples for pipe corrosion potential and
foundation stability analyses. This drilling needs to take place as soon as possible. Three drill holes
approximately 6 inches in diameter and 10 feet deep are planned at the locations shown on the
attached aerial photograph of the mine site.
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A small, self propelled, rubber tired drill rig will be used to complete the geotechnical drill
holes. Drilling is expected to take less than 8 hours, and there will be no environmental impact from
the drilling. The holes will be backfilled when completed

The three geotechnical drill holes are located near the edge of the road. Runoff from the drill
sites will report to the following sediment ponds: Al - Sediment Pond 11; A2 - Sediment Pond 12A;
and A3 - Sediment Pond 003.

We have been in discussions with Plateau management regarding the pipeline project. They
requested that we notify the Division. Please let us know as soon as possible if we need to take
special precautions for this project.
