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1. Permits, Change, Transfer, Renewal, Sale

The only permit condition which is included within Attachment "A" of the current State
permit is the requirement to submit quarterly surface and ground water information in
an electronic form to the Division Electronic Data web site. The permittee continues
to meet this requirement, as the third quarter 2004 information was uploaded to the
EDI on December 13, 2004. Information for the following sites was received; stream
monitoring points B151, B3N, B5 and B6. Sites B-25 and B-26 were reported as
having no flow.

2. Signs and Markers

Signs with the required information were posted at the points of access to the mine
site. Snow depth prevented access to the Crandall canyon reclaimed area.

3. Topsaoil

Some minor sloughing on the slope behind the warehouse occurred during a recent
quick snow melt. Some hand work to re-establish the goughing and seeding will be
required when conditions allow.

18. Support Facilities, Utility Installations

The loadout facility remains on the reclaimed site. It has been sold to an affiliate in
Pennsylvania and will be removed sometime this summer.
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
