SUMMARY:

On August 7™, 2008, the Dugout Canyon Mine (the Permittee) submitted as-built
drawings to the Division of Oil, Gas and Mining (the Division). The Permittee provided the as-
built drawings in order to comply with a commitment in the MRP associated with Task ID
#2846. Amendment #2846 was for the construction of methane degasification holes G-18, G-31
and the AMV Access Road and was approved by the Division on October 1, 2007. The
Permittee committed to providing perpendicular as-built cross sections (with equal horizontal
and vertical scales) for each of the topsoil stockpiles generated with the construction of the AMV
access road. In addition, the Permittee was to provide as-built drawings for the drainage
structures installed during the construction of the AMV access road.

Division personnel and a Dugout Mine representative conducted a site visit on September
24™ 2008 in order to verify the as-built drawings and design features associated with degas wells
G-18, G-31 and the AMYV access road.

The amendment has satisfied the hydrologic requirements of the State of Utah R645-Coal
Mining Rules and should be approved.

The application meets the Plans and Drawings requirements of the State of Utah R645-
Coal Mining Rules.

Plate 1 of Attachment 5-4, Degas Well G-31, G-18 And Access Road, depicts the final
configuration and alignment of the AMYV access road. Six culverts were installed during the
construction of the AMV access road. The aforementioned plate accurately depicts the locations
of those culverts.

In addition, the amendment reflects the as-built dimensions of the installed culverts.
Updated construction specifications for each of the culverts and water bars associated with the
AMV road are provided in Attachment 5-4. As-built culvert and water bar outlet protection are
also provided with the amendment.

Figure 2 of Attachment 5-4, Typical Culvert Design, depicts the design drawing that was
ultimately utilized during the construction of the AMV access road.

During the site visit on September 24", 2008, Division personnel verified that the
constructed road geometry matched the approved design provided in Figure 1 of Attachment 5-4.

Findings:
