B-Canyon portal disturbance is described in App. 5-19 of the MRP.

2. _Signs and Markers

A sign should be placed on the topsoil stockpile.

3. Topsoil

Topsoil is placed on the road, not as shown on Attachment 5-10 to App. 5-19. Pile
volume appears to be approximately 8 cu yds., far less than the potential of 131 cu
yds. described in the MRP. The pile is protected with excelsior logs. Some grass

has emerged on the pile.

11. Contemporaneous Reclamation

Contemporaneous reclamation will take place this fall. It was recommended that the
highwall above the portal be hydroseeded and hydromulched to help stick seed to the
steep slope. A grub pile will be scattered over the topsoiled surface. Although the
MRP App. 5-19 states that there will be no supplies stored on the surface, there are
at least 25 pallets of cement being stored below the disturbed area outlined on the
map in Attachment 5-10. Cement dust will beremoved from a cement storage area
below the portal pad will be scarified and seeded as well. An as-built map of the
disturbed area must be provided to the Division after reclamation of the site. The
map will show the actual area disturbed during this mining activity and will declare the
acreage disturbed.

18. Support Facilities, Utility Installations

The B Canyon portal provides access to construct stoppings to separate Kaiser
underground workings from the West ridge mine workings. The stoppings are being
constructed about 1,500 ft. inby. They will be 15 ft. thick, 19 ft. wide and 6 ft. high
and u-shaped to create a room at the end of a passage. Tekseal Cement and water
are being hauled to B-Cyn for this purpose. At least 20 pallets of tekseal were at the
site. A 40 ft. water storage truck was at the site. A smaller water truck was shuttling
water to the site from the mine water discharge catch basin. A truck mounted
generator was providing power. A portable fan was blowing air into the portal. A
back up fan was on the pad. Seven men were working at the surface coordinating
water and cement transport underground. The work is expected to be completed by
the end of the day. See attached photos.
