This is part of a contiguous series of sightings reports
of Bald Eagles, Haliceetus leucocephalus, along the Utah
Highway 123 corridor in Carbon County, Utah.

Anomalies from previous drafts included numerous paired
sightings, or more, in both January 2017-2018. As well the
introduction of the Flage Poles erected on "Fagle Hill"
near the confluence of Hwy. 123 and C-Canyon road have

run both Bald and Golden Eagles from there perennial roost.
Both years Bald Eagles were not noticed until early January.

Perhaps the greatest man-made effect on the well being of the
transient Bald Eagle population is the addition of the Fiber
Cable stringing on the Telephone Poles across the Clark
Valley greatly restricting the roosting habitat when
searching for prey.
