Synopsis

The Division received a Ten Day Notice regarding the adequate coverage of
nontoxic/noncombustible material over mine development waste. A letter was
sent to OSM on June 28, 1993 to ask that a site inspection be carried out to
verify that corrective action had been taken by the permittee.

Analysis

On June 30, 1993 Mr. William Malencik carried out an on site inspection at
the J. B. King Mine to verify adequate coverage of the mine development waste.
The 11 foot long, 2 foot wide, 1 foot deep was adequately covered and a berm
was placed above the area to divert water away from this spot.

Recommendation

No Notice of Violation be served at this time and no further action be taken
at this time.
