4. HYDROLOGIC BALANCE:

The diversion that carries disturbed area runoff at the northeastern portion of the disturbed
area had filled with sediment from the late August storm. The ditch had been cleaned as
requested.

The pond contained water. The Division Hydrologist, Sharon Falvey inspected the
inlet/outlet problem with the pond. She spoke with the operator on 10/10/96 and provided several
options for either repair or demonstration that the requirements of the regulations are being met.
The Division will expect a response from the operator prior to the next inspection.

The sediment pond was sampled for a few water quality parameter by Bob Davidson.
Results are as follow: pH 8, conductivity 1270, no nitrates, 70 degrees F.

The Division Hydrologist also looked at the silt fence which treats a small amount of area
at the top of the reclaimed refuse pile (old test plot area). Ms. Falvey stated that at this time the
silt fence need not be repaired as evidenced by the small amount of runoff from the area and at
this time the area is not contributing sediment in excess of the surrounding area. Pictures are
attached to demonstrate this conclusion.

13. REVEGETATION

Some greening and germination was noted on site. Several weedy species were also
observed. The Division recommended to the operator that the area of previous recent disturbance
be reseeded this fall.
