In review of the letter to you dated October 7, 1981, regarding seed
mixtures for temporary and permanent reclamation of the Huntington Canyon
No. 4 Mine from David Chenoweth of Arco Coal Company, the Forest Service
recommends the following:

The proposed seed mixture is acceptable with the inclusion of fairway
crested wheatgrass, Agropyron cristatum. Attached is our recommendation
for the number of pounds per acre of pure live seed. This seed mixture
should be certified 99 percent weed free.

ARCO's recommendation for the containerized or bare root stock for per-
manent reclamation is acceptable at the suggested level of planting. In
areas which will permit drill seeding, it is acceptable to use one-half
the recommended rate.
