The Atlantic Richfield Company requests your approval to drill sjx (6)
expl orati on hol es on t^li I d Horse Ri dge , Emery County, Utah (Federal
Leases U-020668 and lJ-38727).

Four of the six holes will be helicopter supported operations. The
remai ni ng two wi I I be surface accessed. Approximate'ly one mi I e of road
building is anticipated to access the two ridge top holes and to supply
water to the four helicopter accessed holes, l'le intend to meet all U.S.
Forest Service standards in road constructi0nn rehabilitation, and erosion
control. hle anticipate the need to travel established U.S. Forest Service
tra'il s and to construct extensions to those trail s.

The holes will range between 600 and 2400 feet in depth. Drilling will be

with airo foam, oF polymers and water, ds conditions dictate. In areas
where livestock are present, we will take precautions to keep them away

from pits and chemicals. We do not anticipate gas 0r water flows.

The Atl anti c Ri chf i el d Company requests your approva1 to dri'l I si x explora-
tion holes 0n the t^lild Horse R'idge Tract to which Nevada Power & Light has
designated Atlantic Richfield as Operator. Two of the drill sites wi'l I be
accessed by truck mounted drill rigs; on the remaining four holes, the rigs
will be flown onto site with a he1 icopter. The Tract consists of Federal
Leases U-38727 and U-020668, and Fee Leases.

The purpose of the drilling is to provide data to define the coal reserves
and the mineability of the tract. At present, no drill hole data are avail-
able on the tract and extensive burn'l imits the quality of the outcrop data.

All new construction, improvements and drilling operations will be carried
out in such a manner as to prevent soil erosiono water pollution, and un-
necessary damage to the Forest or Fee Lands. Design, construction and
operations will be such that all forms of encroachment 0n streams shall be
avoided and under no circumstances shall waste material be deposited on or
permitted to obstruct natura'l stream channels.

EQUI PMENT:

The heljcopter-accessed drill sites will be constructed, rTrdintained and
recl aimed by manua] I abor I the surface-accessed si tes wi th a D-6 bul I -
dozer. A smaller bulldozer rnay be used for rehabilitation and clean-up
of the access road and surface-accessed drill sites. No blasting will be
requ'ired to I evel the hel icopter pads 0r dri I I sites. The hel icopter-
accessed sites wi'l 'l be constructed to safely accommodate the following
equipment: (1) One, Lama Helicopter 0r one, Bell 206III Jet Ranger
Helicopter; (2) 0ne, Long year 38 or 44 skid mounted core rig; (3) One,
i000 ga'l 'lon r+ater tank.

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Operatjon Procedqfg:

The he'licopter-transported core rigs will core continuously from the surface
to the Star Point Sandstone. The core will be'logged and sampled during
this operation. The air-rotary rig wi'l I drj'l I to specified depths and then
spot core through the Tank, Blind (Bear) Canyon and Hiawatha seams. Each
hole will be logged with a gamma-density-caliper-resistiv'ity-neutron log
sui te. Proxjmate, ul timate and washabi 1 i ty analyses wi I I be performed 0n
the Tank, Bfind (Bear) Canyon and the Hiawatha seams. The roof and floor
associated with the coal seams will be tested for compressive strength.

l*Jater for drilling operations will be taken primarily from streams in Cedar
Creek Canyon. No water will be taken from stock ponds unless authorized
by the Forest Service. Sufficient water shares are owned by Beaver Creek
Coal Company in the Huntington-Cleveland Irrigation Company to supply the
water requ i rements for the dri I 'l 'i ng and the mi ne.

Two,5 x 10 foot pits wjll be constructed at each rotary drill site. These
pits will be lined so as to prevent drilfing fluids from entering the ground-
water or surface waters. The dril'l sites will be approximately 50 x 75 feet
in size.

DRILL SITES:

No drilling fluid other than water will be allowed to enter lakes, ponds 0r
live streams. The hel'icopter-transported rigs will contain all drilf ing
f'luids in a water tank. 0n the air-rotary drill sites, it will be necessary
to dig two 5 x 10 x 5 foot pits. Precautions wil'l be taken to prevent ljve-
stock or game from falling into these pits. Upon completion of each ho'le,
the pi ts wi I I be pumped dry and backf i'l I ed.

Drill sites tlHR-1, hlHR-2, I'JHR-3, l,lHR-4, l-lHR-5, t'lHR-6 are Jocated 0n ridge-
tops, away from significant drainage.

Less than one mjle of road work is anticipated in order to access drill holes
WHR-5 and IJHR-6, and to access a water tank from which water wil'l be gravity
fed to the helicopter drill sjtes through one inch wjre braid rubber hose.
Road width wjll be kept to the mjnimum possible, consistent with safe travel
of the using vehicles. l'linimum road width r,rill be 12 feet (dozer blade width).
The roads sha'l I be constructed, improved and maintained so as to prevent the
accumulation of excessive heads of water and the erosion of the road surface.
Cross drainages wjll be constructed as required.

Cl eari nq and Grubbi ng:

Clearing of trees and brush wil I be done on'ly to the mjnimum extent necessary
for safe travel of the equipment using the road and the safe 'l anding of the
hel jcopter. Large trees will be avoided whenever possible. No merchantable
timber is exoected to be encountered. Prior to road and heljcopter pad build-
ing, trees to be removed will be f1 agged and the area inspected by an on-s'ite
U.S. Forest Service representative. All refuse from the clearing and grubb-
ing operations will be scattered outsjde the cleared right-of-way in such a

manner as to avoid forming wjnd rows and pi1es. No debrjs from clearing or
grubbing operations will be placed in 0r allowed to obstruct streams, stream-
beds, 1 akes or naturaj meadows.

Rehabilitation:

All holes will be sealed from the bottom of the hole to 20 feet above the
top of the highest mineable coal seam. In addition, a lO*foot cement sur-
face plug will be placed in the top of the hole.

'r^Jithin 30 days after use of access roads and drill sites, the areas will
be cl eaned and graded accord'ing to U. S. Forest Servi ce speci f i cati ons.
Natural drainage will be left in a function'i ng condition with minjmum
erosion.
