We have reviewed MRP Amendment, Second Incidental Boundary Change Request, Trail
Mountain Coal Campanty, Trail Mountain Mine, ACT/015/009 (86D), Erery County, Utah.

The amendment involves an incidental boundary change (ICB) of 1.7 acres which lies
within the Tract II1 area on Federal Coal Lease No. U-49332. This is the second of
two ICB's totalling 7.7 acres which is the maximum allowed.

Since no surface disturbanceisproposedandtheareahasalreadybeenincludedin
the subsidence monitoring program, the Manti-LaSal National Forest consents to the
incidental boundary change for 1.7 acres.

We would, however, like to take this opportunity to point out that we have no
record of having received the application for the original ICB of 6 acres,
approved by UDOGM on November 19, 1986, for our review and consent.
