SYNOPSIS

During 1988 and 1989, Beaver Creek Coal Company has
conducted coal exploration activities on portions of leased and
unleased Trail Mountain Coal Tracts. Drill holes and access road
locations are depicted on Figure 4, Trail Mountain No. 9 Mine 1988
Exploration License Application Area.

ANALYSIS

On October 6, 1989, the Trail Mountain exploratory drill
sites were inspected to validate completion and reclamation of the
disturbed areas. Prior to this inspection, the area was reviewed
on August 2, at which time, completion of three remaining sites
(TMX-2, TMX-3, TMX-6) were still pending. (refer to my August 4,
1989, Memo to Coal File). As of this writing, all drill sites and
construction access roads have been reclaimed.

Reclamation activities include; removal of all debris,
backfilling and grading of the pads, and seeding. Drill pads and
access roads were left in a rough state to minimize erosion, enhance
vegetation growth, and appear natural. All sites have been returned
to the approximate original contours and blend in well with the
surrounding terrain. Vegetative growth was noticeable on the
recently reclaimed sites, especially in the cat tracks, indicating
proper seedbed preparation.
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Although the sites have been properly reclaimed, recent
hunter activity on Trail Mountain may jeopardize reestablishment
of vegetation or induce erosion. Most noticeable at TMX-3, vehicles
have traveled parallel to the access road, then entered onto the
pad area. Due to gentle sloping terrain and ease of accessibility,
all sites will be susceptible to such activity. However, dry
conditions have prevented any development of ruts or channels at
this time. Hopefully, off-road travel will be restricted as the
hunting season extends and weather conditions change.

RECOMMENDATIONS

Beaver Creek Coal Company has completed drilling and
reclamation of ten (10) sites throughout 1988 and 1989. No
erosional or instability problems have been detected during the
inspections of August 2 and October 6, 1989. All sites show
promise of vegetative growth and depending upon the next water year,
should rapidly reestablish. At this time, recommendations are not
regquired as Beaver Creek Coal Company has completed and properly
reclaimed all exploratory drill sites.
