4.a Hvdroloqic Balance: Diversions

The Permittee had Nielson Construction install berms at each of the East perimeter
access gates to prevent road runoff from accessing the disturbed area .

4.b Hvdrologic Balance: Sediment Ponds and lmpoundments

The Mine site sediment pond contained water; the elevation of the water was well
below the elevation required to discharge through the primary spillway. The 2nd
Quarter pond inspection was completed on June 17 ,2011. No compliance issues
were identified. The pond has 0.03 AF of sediment storage capacity remaining below
the 60 % cleanout elevation. Mr. John Christensen, P.E., cedified the inspection
report on July 14,2011.

Water was flowing in Cottonwood Creek above the Mine site. The side Canyon
behind the topsoil pile was not.
